How our EYFS curriculum achieves Year 1 readiness
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ELG: word reading

- Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own
words and recently introduced vocabulary:;

- Anticipate - where appropriate - key events in stories;

- Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and
poems and during role-play.

- Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs;

- Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending;

- Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some
common exception words.

- Realising that books and stories may transport them to fantastical settings filled with excitement and adventure,
reading is for pleasure.

- Discussing stories read, what they like/don’t like, how they make them feel what do they think will happen.

How our EYFS curriculum achieves Year 1 readiness

ELG: Number

- Have a deep understanding of number to 10, including the composition of each number

- Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5

- Automatically recall (without reference to rhymes, counting and other aids) number bonds up to 5 (including subtraction
facts) and some number bonds to 10, including double facts

ELG: Number patterns

- Verbally count beyond 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system

- Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same
as the other quantity

- Explore and represent patterns within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds, double facts and how

quantities can be distributed equally
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- Can confidently count beyond 20 and demonstrate a thorough understanding of numbers up to 10.

- Adds groups to find a total and is starting to experiment with writing number sentences including symbols.
- Subsites numbers up to 5.

- Knows that numbers and made up of other numbers and explores the composition of numbers, particularly 5 and 10.
- Recognises patterns in numbers and is interested in exploring them.

- Names 2D and some 3D shapes and knows shapes can be made up of other shapes.

- Uses some directional language accurately.

- Uses appropriate mathematically vocabulary.

- Measuring weight, capacity, height using a mixture of standard and non-standard units.

- Begins to order and sequence events using everyday language related to time.

- Explores how various measuring devices are used in everyday life and in play.
